Book of Common Prayer by marking the Psalms and Canticles ontlined below.
Here are a few other instructions:

e Before the service, mark your Psalm for the day using the
chart on the next page, then turn to page 79 where we will
begin with the Confession during Lent.

e Stand and sit with the Officiant.

e Turn the page after each section is finished.

e The Psalm is said responsively by whole verse.

e Simply listen to the readings.

e A Canticle is said after each reading. During the readings,
turn ahead to the Canticle listed in the chart so we can stand
and say it together after the reading concludes.

e TFollowing the 2nd Canticle, we will continue with the
Apostles Creed on page 96, and then follow along from there

while the Officiant says three collects.

e We will use the contemporary version of the Lord’s prayer.
